The Battle of Badr, mentioned in the Qur’an, is one of the most important
events in the history of Islam. The Companions who participated in this
battle are superior to all other Companions. Imam Jalaluddin al-Dawwani'
states that he heard his hadith teachers say that supplication after reciting
the names of the Companions of Badr is assured to be accepted, and this

has been tried and found to be true. ?

Often, these names are recited on the 17th of Ramadan, which is the
commemoration of the glorious Day of Criterion [yawm al-furgan], when
Muslims decisively defeated disbelief [kufr] in the Battle of Badr. In this

epistle, the names of all the participants are listed so they may be recited,

This list was primarily compiled from the appendix in Shaykh
Muhammad ibn Alawi’s edition of Jaliyatul Kadar of al-Barzanji.’
However, some discrepancies and errors were identified, which were
rectified and the names corroborated* using other texts, such as Uyin al-
Athar of Ibn Sayyid al-Nas [d. 734 AH] and Shaykh Abd al-Lafif al-Biqay1’s
Ahl Badr and its commentary by Shaykh Ta-Ha al-Muhanna al-Jabrini al-
Halabi [d. 1178 AH].

Another work with more details, covering the biographical information of
select Companions, notes on name variations, a brief background of the
battle and a historical account of the event, names categorised by tribe and
family, and other related material - has been compiled and will be released
separately in due course. In this collection, however, only the names of the
Companions are listed, along with a supplication seeking intercession

through these blessed souls.

In transliteration of Arabic names, the definite article ‘al’ is not transcribed always for
readability, though it is incorrect in the original. The following rules are followed:
